NOTICE   TO  ALL RN’S/LPN’S   DUE TO RENEW  THEIR LICENSES ON 6-30-03

As many of you are aware, the Nurse Practice Act has changed  regarding license renewal.   

 ARS 32-1642 (A)   now states that “ A professional and practical nurse licensee shall renew the license every four years on or before July 1.   If a licensee does not renew the license on or before August 1, the licensee shall pay an additional fee for late renewal . . . .   If a licensee does not renew the license on or before November 1, the license expires.”

This change in the statute was made to give nurses a time to renew prior to a late fee being imposed for late renewal.  Please note that an accrediting body for your agency may still give a finding for a lapsed license; e.g. JCAHO.

You are still required to submit your completed application that you received and submit the renewal by June 30, 2003. 

 All RN’s and LPN’s who are due for renewal have had an application mailed to them.   If you have not received an application by May 19, 2003,  we may not have received an updated or current address.
