Call to Order:

Trista Campbell, co-chairperson, called the meeting to order at 10:10AM.

Introductions

Trista introduced Jayne Wilkins, guest from Navapache Regional Medical Center.

Review and approval of the December 6, 2005 meeting minutes
No changes were made. A motion was made by Christine Benoit and seconded by Vicki
Buchda to approve the minutes. Motion carried.

Review of Advisory Opinions approved by the Board in January 2006
No questions or discussion regarding the approved advisory opinions.

Review of advisory opinion on Supervision of Nurse Externs by RN’s

This advisory opinion had been submitted to the board in January 2006. The Board
returned it to the Scope of Practice Committee and asked for further discussion and
review. The discussion related to the role of an LPN who is in or has graduated from an
RN nursing program. The Board felt the LPN should be permitted to work within their
scope of practice as a licensed practical nurse. Guest Jayne Wilkins presented
information on how they conduct their Nurse Extern Program at Navapache Regional
Medical Center. They hire both the students and graduates of the RN programs who are
not LPN’s as well as the students and graduates of the RN program who are also LPN’s.
They call them both nurse externs and very much wish to continue referring to their
program as a program for nurse externs. The LPN’s in this program do perform within
the scope of practice of the LPN, while learning the RN role under a preceptor. The
unlicensed persons in the Nurse Extern Program do not give medications and start 1V’s.
After a lengthy discussion, a motion was made by Jeannette Sasmor and seconded by
Vicki Buchda to change the name of the advisory opinion to Supervision of Unlicensed
Nurse Externs by Registered Nurses. Motion carried. There was also a suggestion that if
needed the committee could address the licensed nurse extern in a separate advisory
opinion.

M. Injection of Lidocaine: Liposuction — A request was received from Beth Randall, RN,
for the Scope of Practice Committee to consider if the administration of diluted
Lidocaine to prepare patients for tumescent anesthetic is within the scope of practice
of an RN. Randall came to the committee and discussed the procedure and answered
questions. Questions pertaining to analgesia vs. anesthesia, volume of medicated
solution, physician availability, etc. were addressed with Randall. The committee felt
this was not within the RN scope of practice. Motion was made by Pat Johnson and
seconded by Robin Hayes to refer this to the Advanced Practice Committee. Motion
carried.
