Werth shared that there are significant changes 
in background check requirements initiated by 
various agencies and expressed concern with 
programs admitting students who may not be 
approved for placement at clinical agencies, 

A subcommittee was 
established  to address this 
matter and issue an 
advisory document for 
prospective students 
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Requirements especially those who have been on program 
waiting lists for up to two years.   Werth 
recommended a community dialogue on 
standards for students and asked committee 
members to consider legislative efforts based 
on offenses of greatest concern to agencies. 

Some agencies have created their own 
standard for background checks as program 
standards vary, sometimes drastically.  In 
response to some of the new requirements, 
some programs have adopted language and 
admissions policies requiring students to 
provide documentation for lawful presence.

The Continued Competence Subcommittee has 
worked for the past nine months to develop 
recommendations to precede any new 
legislation being introduced, but 
Representative Heinz introduced HB2091 
early in the new legislative session.   

Board staff is working to make the legislation 
as un-burdensome as possible.  Some 
compromises have been made.  Board 
members have not yet taken a position; 
however, they will meet today to debate the 
matter.   

The Arizona Nurses Association does not 
support the Bill as written.  Lobbyists from the 
organization and representatives from the 
Board are working with Representative Heinz 
to negotiate content and craft language for the

demonstrated link in CE influencing level of 
competence; and implementation of BSN-in-
10. 

Members stated their support of lifelong 
learning and by consensus their opposition to 
the Bill.

The follow-up report of the site visit 
conducted six months ago indicated that most 
deficiencies have been satisfactorily remedied.  
One remaining potential deficiency pertains to 
the rule requirements for disclosure of 
methods of instruction and the need for such 
information to be made publically available.    
 
Committee members requested information 
and clarity regarding the information session 
provided to potential nursing students and 
access to the online catalog.  Members noted 
that currently, prospective students are 
required to provide certain types of personal 
identifiers to obtain information, and that it is 
important for the prospective student to make 
informed decisions when selecting a program.
