o While retired the licensee cannot practice nursing, however a retired nurse may use the title Registered Nurse or Licensed Practical
Nurse as long as they include the 'retired’ designation: RN-retired or LPN-retired (pursuant to A.R.S. §32-1636(E) Use of titles or
abbreviations).

o If aretired nurse desires to resume nursing practice, they must submit a renewal application.
